Also, do NOT use notebook paper and/or pencil. This will result in point deduction. We are looking for quality work.
 
 
3. Ceiling tile/ Literary Elements Graphic Organizer:  On your ceiling tile, create an alternate book cover for your book. Be sure to include the title and author in writing that is large enough to see clearly if your tile is in the ceiling. In addition, create a graphic organizer to attach to the back of your tile with ALL OF THE FICTIONAL ELEMENTS described thoroughly in the appropriate boxes.  It must include a box for plot, setting, characters, and theme. 
*You must purchase your own ceiling tile for this option, so if you cannot find one at a hardware store or do not wish to purchase one, you should choose another option.
4.  Rap or Poem:  Summarize your book in at least 25 lines. Tell us about all elements of fiction in the book. It must make sense! You must submit a hard copy of the poem/rap. In addition, for a rap, you must create a music video and for a poem, create a slideshow of original photos you’ve taken to illustrate your poem. Repetition of lines does not count towards the 25 lines!

 *For EACH project option, students must take and pass an Accelerated Reader Quiz on the book with an 80% or above. This element of the project is worth 30 points of your project grade.

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1. Character Pinterest Board 
On Pinterest, create a board from the point of view of a main character in your book. Your board must have at least 16 pins. For 8 of the pins, include an important quote from the novel in the comment box from the book that connects with the pin. Make sure your board is public, and be ready to provide the link to your ELA teacher. 
 2. Children’s book
 Create a 10 page children’s book that follows the same storyline and characters from your novel, but simplified into a format appropriate for children. It must be 10 pages long and have at least 5-7 sentences per page. It must tell the complete story of your book, AND each page must have a colorful illustration (no Google images).
